Anabelle’s Nest (Vine): Anabelle is on the middle part of Vine. She’s on the northern edge of the forest, south of a palm tree with two trunks. Go south from the tree til you hit a rock pile, then east til you hit a tree and you should find her. Anabelle’s nest has blown away and she needs 20 skinny branches and 10 feathers to rebuild it. Gather these and return. Reward: ruby necklace, 100 qp. 

Azmaguru’s Honor (Jungle): Azmaguru needs another necklace made for him. He wants a jeweler who doesn’t live on the main island and is “as beautiful as her isle and smells just as lovely”. This would be Floria, who lives on Flower, on the southwestern-ish petal. She needs three peacock feathers, two leather strappings, some homemade beads, and one dinosaur bone. Floria recommends that you try combing the beaches for the bone (or rock shops) and talking to someone on Art for the beads. You can gather feathers in grass, and the strappings are available at Tail End’s general store. Genevieve on Art gives you the beads. Take all the supplies back to Floria to get the necklace made, then go back to Azmaguru. Reward: 5 rubies, 25 chunks of gold ore, and 125 qp.

Cadee’s Grammar Challenge (North of Tropicton/Jungle): Answer English grammar questions. 

1. What does an apostrophe ( ' ) mean, and when is it used?  An apostrophe is used when one or more letters has been removed from a word, or when two words have been combined; except for the possessive adjective "its."

Cap’n D’s Ship Repairs (Vine): Danner at Vine’s docks is Cap’n D. He needs 10 ebony logs and some rope. The rope can be found with someone living on Vine. This would be Esther, who lives in a treehouse in the jungle on the large southern part of the island. Of course, she needs vines. Head west from her house to find five. I found the first one directly west of her house. Use the binoculars. Go south two steps and west into the trees to get the second. The third is against the tree just south of the second. I found the fourth vine north of where the first was, in between a large and a small tree. The last vine is just northeast of the big rock. Get the vines and return to Esther. After you get the rope and the logs, go back to Danner and give them to him. Reward: 4k, 100 qp. 

Cinnamon’s Letter (Jungle, southern part): Take a letter from Cinnamon to Cupcake. Reward: $500, a cake, and 25 qp. 

Clara’s Water Problem (Jungle, south part): 
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Pour water from the third glass into the second. Pour from the second to the first. Pour from the first to the third. Pour from the second to the first. Pour from the third to the second. Pour from the second to the first. Reward: 5k, 25 qp

Cookie’s Banana Pudding Cookie needs bananas from Cupcake. Cupcake needs you to find the monkeys first. First clue is just south of the treehouse, on the southernmost small pile of rocks, between the trees. Clue points you west. Second clue is on small rock pile across the clearing from the first. Next clue is across the clearing to the east, and south of the large rock. Stand on the easternmost pile of rocks and use the magnifying glass. Return to Cookie with the bananas. Now she needs milk, from Cinnamon way down near Cupcake. Get four glasses and return with them. Reward: 13k and 300 qp. 

Eaglet’s Dinner (Vine): Find Anabelle again. This time, she needs ten each of grasshoppers and worms to feed her chicks. Get them and return. Reward: diamond, 100 qp. 

Francis’ Disguise (Jungle) Start with Omand to find your way through the platforms to Francis. He wants a pith helmet and a fur coat. Talk to Omand to find the pith helmet, which is at the Tropicton general store. Leroy on Desert will sell you a coat for $100 if you haggle. Return to Francis. Reward: pearl necklace and 125 qp. 

Halian’s Mancala Board (Rainy Meadows/Jungle): Search near the ancient stone statue northwest of the village. Stand southwest of the statue and rake. You’ll find a broken mancala board. Return to Halian. Halian suggests taking it to Xamba to fix. Xamba needs 5 ebony logs to make a new board, and charges you 1k to make it. Return to Halian with the new board. Reward: 9k, 100 qp. 

Integra’s Puzzle (Jungle, south part): Using classic chess moves for a knight, switch the guards to their respective flag colors. Reward: 5k, 25 qp

Integra's Honeycombs (Jungle, south part): 
Jungle Temple #1 (Jungle, northeastern isle): Reward: 3k, 25 qp.

Jungle Temple #2 (Jungle, northern isles): Reward: 3k, 25 qp

Jungle Temple #3 (Jungle, northern isles): Reward: 3k, 25 qp

Jungle Temple #4 (Jungle): Reward: 5k, 50 qp

Jungle Temple #5 (Jungle): Reward: 5k, 50 qp

Jungle Temple #6 (Jungle, north of Tropic Village): Reward: 5k, 50 qp.

Jungle Temple #7 (Jungle): Reward: 7.5k, 75 qp. 

Jungle Temple #8 (Jungle): Reward: 7.5k, 75 qp.

Jungle Temple #9 (Jungle): Reward: 7.5k, 75 qp

Jungle Temple #10 (Jungle, southern part): Reward: 10k, 100 qp. 

Kiah’s Jungle Harvest (Rainy Meadows/Jungle): Kiah sends you to find valerian root near some rocks south of the village. Go to the tip of the jungle on the same isle. Find the western small rock pile, and stand just south of it. Use the magnifying glass, then rake. Return to Kiah with the roots. Kiah now sends you to the smallest isle west of the village to find a neem tree behind Jungle Temple # 4 and get bark from it. Behind the temple, you’ll find Nilla, a squirrel. She wants 10 walnuts before she’ll let you get to the neem tree. Get them and return, then gather the bark. Nilla gives you a diamond for your trouble. Return to Kiah. She now wants the leaves from three fireflower plants. These are located all the way to the south, on the tip of the island, in a clearing. Stop by the bank before you go and deposit most of your money. The flowers will steal it otherwise. To enter the clearing, look for the two purple flowers. They won’t hurt you. Enter the small hole between them, then answer the riddles. The answers are, in order: streams, feast and flipped. Talk to Shawnah in the cabin about the flowers, then search. The first fireflower is to the west of the westernmost fly trap. Use the magnifying glass for all. Second fireflower is to the north of the second westernmost flytrap. Last fireflower is south of the flytrap directly east of the cabin. Exit through the tunnel north of the cabin by typing “leave” in the box. Return to Kiah. Reward: pearl necklace, dino bone, 200 qp. 

Kilye’s Embroidered Saddle Pad (Jungle): Deliver the pad to Goodwin Ryder at the Appleton tack shop. Reward: 2k, 25 qp

Kilye’s Teke Bridle (Jungle): Take the bridle to Ward at the Hotton smithy. Take it back to Kilye for adjusting, and return it to Ward. Reward: 3k and 50 qp.

Leontine’s Party Favors (Rain): To get to Rain, take the Jungle dock to Vine, then talk to the guy in the rock shop. Leontine wanders, both physically and mentally, so once you find her, work your way through the crazy talk until you convince her to tell you what she wants, which is party favors from the general store in Treeton. Get them and head back to her. Reward: ruby necklace, 50 qp. 

Livia’s Frogs (Jungle, south part): Assign these numbers to the lily pads in the puzzle, from left to right: 1-2-3-4-5-6-7. Then, click using this sequence: 3, 5, 6, 4, 2, 1, 3, 5, 7, 6, 4, 2, 3, 5, 4. Note that the numbers are for the lily pads, not the frogs. Reward: 5k, 25 qp

Materia’s Constellation Map (Jungle/south part): Talk to Cupcake in the treehouse north of the little village, and then find Matata outside the treehouse. He wanders. Bring him 15 bananas and he’ll give you the map. Return it to Materia. Reward: 5k, 50 qp

Materia’s Stars (Jungle, south part): First star goes to seventh dot down. Second to fourth. Third to second, fourth to eighth, fifth to sixth, sixth to first dot down. Seventh star on third dot, and eighth to fifth. Reward: 5k, 25 qp

Merry Comber’s Detangler (Tropicton/Jungle): Merry needs you to go to the general store in Carrotton and get some oil for her. She gives you money for the trip and oil. Get it and return to her. Reward: 2k, 25 qp.  

Monkey Thieves’ Guild (Jungle): Go down to Cupcake’s place and look for Matata, a monkey. He’ll explain to you about why monkeys steal your money. After that, you’ll need 25 bananas to distribute to the members of the Guild. The first one is Haku in the Hotton bank. He wants 5. Pay attention to his directions; he doesn’t repeat them. To find him, go into the bank and use your mag glass. Exit the bank, then reenter to speak to Haku. He accepts your bananas, and tells you to go to a racetrack. Go to the regular racetrack in Appleton to find Kuna, the next monkey. She sends you to the blacksmith in Wington. Unama is the monkey here, and she sends you off to Christmas Isle to see Santa. You actually need to talk to Dilly in the right hand cabin. He tells you to look in the Christmas tree to the right of Santa’s shop. Use the binoculars. Move away and then return to the spot to talk to Akun. Go back to Matata after talking to Akun. Matata sends you to Tropicton to find the last monkey, who is in a tree next to the wishing well. You want the tree that is south of the well. Stand in the road south of the tree and use your binoculars. Fuss at the monkey about the coins, and give him the bananas. Reward: 50 wishing coins and 150 qp.

More Monkey Business (Vine): You have to find Cheeky on Vine to start this one. He’s in the middle of the Jungle on the southern bit of Vine, to the southwest. It’s hard to describe where he is, but if you find the cabin that smells like dried floral and art supplies, go southwest and look for two really big rocks. Draw a line west from these rocks and Cheeky’s on that line in the jungle. There are three jungle trees in a north/south line west of the big rocks. Cheeky is directly north of the top tree. He wants you to go talk to Matata, down near Cupcake’s hut on the southern part of Jungle, so he can join the Monkey Thieves Guild. Go back to Cheeky and talk to him about meeting on Torrid. I won’t tell you the rest, so it won’t be spoiled. Anyhow, keep talking to him, and get your reward. Reward: 5k, 5 bananas, and 100 qp.

Nilan’s Jungle Trap Hideout (Jungle, in the clearing): Before you go, gather 50 walnuts and go to Christmas Isle to wrap them. Then gather another 50. Dismount, then go 2 up 3 left 2 up 5 right 1 down 4 right 5 up 2 left 2 down 2 left 2 up 1 left 2 up 2 left 4 down 2 left 6 up 6 right 3 up and to the cabin. Make the deliveries. Reward: 4 diamonds, 250 qp. 
Nomasonto’s Lost Daughter (Rainy Meadows/Jungle): Nomasonto’s daughter is wandering thorough the forest, either on the same isle as Rainy Meadows or the next one to the left. She might be near temples, according to Nomasonto. Mtomka is on the next isle over, just north of Jungle Temple #3. She asks you to find her friend Odetho for her. Don’t bother; he’s imaginary. Take Mtomka back to Nomasonto. Reward: 20 gold ore, 2 rubies, 50 qp.

Omand’s Unidentified Animal (Tropicton/Jungle): Follow the directions to the platforms to photograph the animal. East coast, past stone head to the forked driftwood, From the driftwood, go west, into the jungle.  It's a fairly straight path in.  When you hit a dead end, just look around until you find the access to my observation decks. Keep clicking the binoculars until you find Omand again, then search near him to find Francis. Talk to Francis and start his quest, then head back to Omand and tell him what you found. Reward: 3k, 75 qp. 

Rashida’s Checkers (Jungle): Reward: 5k, 25 qp. 

Rashida's Missing Chess Piece

Robinson’s Fruit (Vine): Robinson is on the very southern tip of Vine, in the last grassy patch. He wants six bananas and 12 oranges. You can buy both items in Tropicton’s food store, or gather the oranges from orange groves. Take the fruit back to Robinson. Reward: 4 seashell necklaces, 75 qp.

Samora’s Science Challenge (Tropicton Village/Jungle):
-Of the following 4 planets, which is the largest? Neptune

-Which element combines with oxygen to form water? Hydrogen

-How many meters are in a kilometer? 1,000

-Which of these is a coniferous Tree? Spruce

 Shawnah’s Unique Plant Food (Jungle): Gather 25 Venetian food in the swamp near Tropicton and take it to Shawnah. Reward: 5k, 125 qp. 

Stacie’s Flytraps (Jungle): Stacie is on the main island of Jungle, at the very top of the jungle. Walk all the way to the west part of the jungle-top and she’s just north of the tree that’s sort of by itself. She wants six Venus fly traps, which you’ll need to find on Rain Island. To get to Rain, take the boat to Vine from Tropicton’s docks, then go talk to the guy in the rock shop. Use your magnifying glass in the jungle part to find the plants. It works best if you dismount.  I found the first one near the hut. Go two trees east and one tree north, and it’s to the east of the tree. The second one is directly south of the big rock that is north of the hut. The third plant is to the west of the big rock. There are three trees in a north/south line. The plant is to the east of the middle tree. The fourth plant is on the western side of that same middle tree. The fifth plant is two steps south of where the fourth plant is, but you have to go around some trees. More exactly, it’s one step to the west of the southern-most tree in that north/south line. The last plant is one step north of the hut. Take the plants back to Stacie. Reward: 2 dino bones, 6 rubies, and 100 qp. 

Weekday’s Request (Vine): Weekday is Robinson’s monkey friend. He wants you to find them a shelter of some sort. Emmett in the Vine rock shop tells you about an uninhabited tree house on the southeast tip of the isle. It’s in the jungle on the same part of the isle as the rock shop. Head back to Weekday and tell him about it. Weekday gives you two Pearl Necklaces and tells you to go talk to Robinson for the rest of your reward. Chat with Robinson, of course. Reward: ruby necklace, 100 qp.

Whystan’s Building Blocks (Tropicton Village/Jungle): Talk to Vern on Jungle for plans, Cecil at Treeton Inn for blocks, Nicolette in Chillton for glass and Grey on Hare for metal. Cecil needs 1 ebony log and 5 regular logs, plus $500. Nicolette just needs $500. Grey sends you to Bronze, the smith in Shellton on Turtle. Bronze needs 10 iron ore and 1 honeycomb, plus $500. Return to Whystan with the items. Reward: 8k, 200 qp. 

Witherton Jones and the Statues of the Tumetai (Tropicton Village/Jungle): Fight your way through the maze to the clearing in the jungle with the statues. It’s easiest to locate the statue southwest of the clearing, near the edge of the jungle, then progress east and north. Once there, match the correct statue with the animal, gem, person and element. 

Suhai: Topaz, egg, air

Az: Gold, tarantula, spirit

Eng: Silver, gorilla, water

Guma: Emerald, anaconda, fire

Tex: Amethyst, sloth, earth

Return to Witherton with the statues, then help him select the real one. It’s the gorilla. Reward: 25k, 400 qp

Wu Kung and the Masters (Jungle): Wu Kung is located just northwest of Jungle Temple 10, in the same clearing. He needs you to find his staff, in a clearing south of where he is, with the “scientist and his daughter”. This is the clearing with Shawna’s cabin and the plants that eat your money. Go to the bank and deposit all but about 2k before you go, just to be safe. The staff is in the clearing with the cabin, in the northwest part. There is a rock pile in one corner, just to the northwest of one of the money eating plants. Stand there and use the binoculars. Take the staff piece back to Wu Kung, and he’ll send you to find Master Lau’s staff piece. Lau lives on the first small island northeast of Tropicton, near Jungle Temple #1. He’s west of the temple, in the small “corridor” of trees. He hid his staff in the clearing with Jungle Temple #5, on the large island west of the main Jungle island. There’s a large boulder east of the temple, with two little rock piles south of it. Stand directly south of the boulder and dig. Take the staff back to Lau. Lau then sends you to find Master Hoa, on Bird. He’s in Soaring Meadows, just to the east of the willow tree which is next to Willow’s house. Hoa left his piece of staff in a willow tree in Wington. Stand just east of Daf’s house and use the binoculars. Take the staff back to Hoa, who then sends you to find Master Shua on Desert, near the pyramids. Shua’s actually on the first Sand Isle, just west of the palm tree that is north of the pyramid. He’ll give you his staff if you answer three questions correctly. Four-score and seven is 87, it isn’t raining, and you only have one mouse. After giving you his staff, Shua sends you to find Tang on Flower. Tang is in Daisy Forest on the northwest “petal”, in the middle of the forest. He wants 12 grasshoppers in exchange for his staff’s location, which is near a red rose in the same flower forest as Tookers. Stand to the east of the rose on the bottom of the clearing and use the mag glass. Take all the pieces back to Wu Kung. Reward: diamond necklace, topaz necklace, 300 qp.

Xamba’s Wooden Instrument (Jungle): Gather 15 ebony logs for Xamba to complete the oboe, then take it to Anika in Crystalton on Ice. Return with the payment. Reward: 3k, 75 qp.
